A recent trip to Europe with the family raised some interesting questions about tourism.

If you haven’t been to Rome, I can highly recommend it. The city is a)spectacular and it feels as
if you have been teleported to ancient times with its historical architecture.

One downside to visiting Rome, however, is the extraordinarily large crowds of tourists that travel
to this historic city. Since I was among the crowds, I can’t really complain about this, but then I
wondered what it would be like to be a local dealing with large crowds of foreigners all the time. I
suppose for Tokyo residents who are used to crowded trains, stations and public areas this would not
be an unusual experience, but there are some cities in Europe that have had enough. Barcelona was
in the news in July when locals sprayed tourists with water guns in frustration at the “invasion” of
tourists in their city.

Tourism of course has positive and negative effects. The obvious financial impact and job creation
is a major positive, but crowds of tourists lead to long ,)queues for buses and trains, as well as in
places like convenience stores.

Another example is the Olympic Games. Historically, )securing the rights to host the Games for
your city was seen as a major victory. That has changed recently as the costs of organizing such a
large event now outweigh the income. This has led to many major cities g)declining the option to
apply.

Tokyo’s delayed 2020 Summer Games generated ¥640.4 billion in *revenue but cost more than
¥1,420 billion to host. Also, note that the International Olympic Committee keeps over 50% of the
Games’ TV revenue, which is the main revenue source of the Olympics.

For example, when the Australian city of Brisbane was granted the rights to host the 2032 Games,
it became the first city to win an Olympic **bid unopposed since Los Angeles won the bid for the
1984 Games.

Is there a solution to the problem of overtourism?

There doesn’t seem to be an obvious answer at hand. The world’s population is still growing at
around 0.9% per year, or around 83 million people. Some governments are limiting visits to popular
destinations such as Mount Fuji, Kyoto and the Acropolis at Athens. But putting visitor limits on
whole cities would be difficult and would not work in practice.

The best thing would be to employ more staff at large tourist destinations to guide and educate
visitors in order that they may co-exist peacefully with locals.

How do you feel when tourists visit your hometown? Do you think they are paying your
hometown a compliment? Or are they more of a ¢)nuisance?

Kate will never forget that two-hour cruise on a small boat off the coast of Depoe Bay, Oregon.
With about 25 other tourists, she was excited about sailing on the Pacific Ocean, but within half an
hour, she felt dizzy, nauseous, and weak. Kate spent the next 90 minutes lying down in misery,
counting the time until she could get back on solid ground. Motion sickness (D ) the cruise and
she has never ventured out on the ocean again.

Motion sickness comes in many forms, not just seasickness. Ninety percent of the human race is
susceptible to motion sickness of one kind or another. Some people become sick when they sit in the
backseat of a car; others cannot read or look at a map in any kind of moving vehicle. People get
motion sickness on airplanes, motorcycles, amusement park rides, and even on camels!

Scientists have learned that motion sickness occurs when the brain is trying to make sense of a
situation and there are too many conflicting messages. While the eyes are sending one message, the
ears are trying to send a message about balance. The skin and bone joints, sensitive to air pressure,
send still another message.

Many people who have experienced violent motion sickness try to avoid travel. But that is not
always possible. So travelers should employ some well-known strategies to avoid (@ ) sick. The
most useful strategy concerns food: eat a light meal before traveling and bring along a packet of plain
soda crackers to snack on regularly. Avoid alcoholic and carbonated beverages, high-fat foods, and
spices. Care in choosing the location of your seat is another important strategy. In a car, sit in the front
seat. On a plane, sit near the wings. On a boat, sit at the front and keep your eyes fixed on the horizon.

People who still get sick after trying these strategies can try medical help. Some ( @ ) over-
the-counter medications, although some of them can make you sleepy. Others use simple ginger
capsules to settle their stomach. A large number of travelers use pressure bands on their wrists. It is
not clear how these bands work, but they do prevent motion sickness.
